the last one of us whom we thought would succumb accord-
ing to the ordinary laws of health, but the night after
Xmas the evening of the 26th, she fe1l from her back
stevs while emptying a dish. Aunt Agnes, the girls and
mysell were over for tea and a briéht happy time we had.
T left a few hours before the accident and in the mora-
ing everytaing anpeared favorable, we had no apprehension.
Dr. Willson, a professing physician, but one whom I con-
sider as a bombastic ignorant quack was called in and by
mal-oractice; for I cannot call it by any other name,
made what otherwise would have been, as far as we cal se¢e,
a few weeks sickness, our Jennie's deatnbed. e
administered strong doses of urgot after all substance
had passed off, as mother saw it in the basin, and an
ordinary miscarriage was aggravated by non-application
of hot apnlications and large doses of powerful drugs
and the stubborn ignorant quack resisted furiously the
calling of another Doctor, but which mother insisted in,
and a few minutes after Dr, Gibson came in hot applic-
ations were apnlied. She suffered terribly and was re-
duced in the space of less than 2 weeks from a strong
hearty girl to a worn emaciated figure.

I hope tnls mwan Willson will stand before the
public in his true light yet. God has taken her but
the instrument will not be used in bringing other
peonle to the death bed if I can help it.

after 2 weeks sickness it 1s going very hard with the
poor little fellow altho he is receiving every care.

It was a
giorious victory over death, no fear, no dread knowing
that her hedeemer had interceded.

She had lived a devoted Chris~
tizn life, so loving, so true, so clever, her laugh
and joke will be missed for many years in our midst

Dear Father.

A4 strange hour to be writing home between 2 and

3 o'clock Sundoy worning, but then this has besen a day
of coatinuous zngagements right up to present moment.
This morning I was awakened by omne of the boys coming
to my room and saying "thne Quesn's Own are ordered out
to tne North-west", "if they are", I said, "taen I go
with them®., "but", he said, "there may be only 250
men taken from each battalion," "well, if they go along
the Worth Shore of lake Superior, I will go if there
are only 100 taken." I said. I well knew that I could
st on the battolion or thet iy knowledge of the North
nore wounld be of value and altho there were many over
500 applicants, only 230 have been selected and I am
one, 1 joined the Queen's Own for the first time but
ny service in the 15th z2nd 49th Battalions comes in
well and then, a young Mr. Cassels from our office is
Lieutenant in it and he is also going. We were called
out for parade at 9 u.li,, let off at 2, called at 2.30,
let off at 6 and again paraded as the Horth West Con-
tingent at 8.30. We have received orders to hold our-
selves in resadiness and considsr ouvselves in active
service.

There are a fine lot of fellows gselected for
our Comvany - Univcrsity men - mesdicels - lawyers,
law students and young men who have nothing to galn
but the upholding of the reputation of the peonle of
this part of Can.idn. The sympathies of many lower
Canadians arsz wits this Rebel in the west but if the
affgiy is not put down beforc we get therey, I think
that the men who stood around re today will uphold
the Anglo Saxon reputation as zlso the Celt and claim
of Canada to consider hersclf a country, wio, when
duty calls to arme in the prover direction, will al-
ways raccive a2 ready responsc from nsr sons.

w2 start ou Monday morning as far zs orders are
concerned but may go tomorrow., we go by Ottawa via
Quebec - and Ontario kailway so that I will not be able
to see you before I goj; then we take the C.P.n. for
Winnipeg, but before we get to winnipeg there are
golng to be more tian one sick boy in the Battslion
for thet North Shore will be by far the worst »nart of
it. I know peonle at nearly every oort there, but
then the Failway accommodation is of the poorest kind
and mray Wwill wish themselves back.

If we
get orders countsrmanding the ones we have and stay at
home, of course there 1s no use of sending them, but if
tuis rebellion increases and we are forced thro' why we
will be gone for some months and you had better send
after my trunks which are ready to be shipped, and open
ther and put the clothes away where the women folks
kaow best. The cause of this hebellion to a very
apnreciated extent 1s due to the course adonted by that
Timg=-Server at Ottawa, Sir John - buying him, kiel, off.
He wants to be bought off again but as the boys say,
tho price that we will pay is an ounce of lead. Many
of those poor unfortunate half-breeds are guided and
deluded by him - we are recelving news every hour but
there is as far as reliable information 1s concerned
nothing startling. Poor Crogzier has had a hard tims.

Mis will not interfere with my examinations as
far as time is concerned or, at lewst I think not, and
if I return I can get them on 1n August or try. My trip
